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As a county we pay for each ton of trash we send to the landfill. Even if one doesn't care about recycling, our tax dollars go to pay our landfill fees. We do not use our landfill here in Appeal.

 

The second graders go to the landfill to learn about recycling behaviors of Calvert County Citizens.  First they visit multiple areas to recycle (1st picture).  Then they visit the transfer stations where the trash gets emptied out of our schools, homes and businesses, smaller transfer stations, etc.  The trash you see in the 2nd picture is from just a couple of trash trucks and one business truck first thing in the morning.  Everything you see will be buried by dirt by evening at the megalandfill in King George, Virginia.  You can sort of see the big semi in the back of this building.  That truck holds 20 tons of trash!  We send , on a very average day, 8-10 of those trucks a day to Virginia!
 

Often parents ask why can't they hire individuals to  just pull the recyclable items out.  For many reasons, contamination on the cardboard, budgetary reasons, safety and shear volume of trash.  The county makes it sort of easy to recycle, but not much advertisement is done.  Do you know free bins are given out to citizens?  We are teaching students that not recycling is a waste of our natural resources, but citizens and businesses need to get on board---this is something the high schoolers could probably affect .  Let's start by modeling the behavior at HHS.  What's better than recycling?  Reducing and Reusing.  Waste Free Lunch Friday, April 12th!  Please remember to challenge your students and show them the PowerPoint before Friday during 4th period.  Thank you!
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
